Pope John
Paul Il also established a plenary indulgence for those who take part in
the prayers and devotions held in honor of Divine Mercy on this Sun-
day [or to those who in the presence of the blessed sacrament recite
the Our Father, the Creed, and a devout prayer to the merciful Lord
Jesus (e.g., Merciful Jesus, | trust in you!)]. The indulgence requires
the normal conditions of sacramental confession (20 days before or after).
